Alternative has rightly become today’s energy buzz word.
The expanding global economy and the rapidly escalating
demand for petroleum products have created the need to
diversify our fuel consumption. Applied LNG Technologies
(ALT) has long been the premier provider of natural gas
alternative fuel solutions. Natural gas is the cleanest
burning alternative fuel. Without the aid of particulate traps
or add-on technologies, natural gas fuel reduces particulate
emissions by up to 90 percent and nitrous oxides (NoX) by
30 percent.

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facility in College Station, Texas. It is important to note that
LNG fuel is the only fuel that maintains non-hazardous
properties that allow fuel to be emptied directly on to the
soil’s surface without contamination. The fuel is set on fire
and participants are then given the opportunity to practice
lifesaving, extinguishing techniques.

The success of this practice has spread to other LNG
demonstrations and firefighting techniques. The most recent
was a demonstration organized by Industrial Fire World in
Corpus Christi, Texas. ALT delivered 9,500 gallons of LNG
fuel from the Willis, Texas, production facility that was
dumped into a pit to demonstrate the manageability and
burn properties of the gas. Ken Kelley, ALT CEO states,
“The chemical properties of LNG make the fuel applicable
to a variety of fuel applications. From transportation to
municipalities and from industrial to training applications,
LNG is an excellent fuel alternative.
