History of the Theodore, Alabama Terminal

This year is the 20th anniversary of our Theodore,
Alabama terminal. The land this terminal was built on
was literally rescued from the swamp by bringing in land
fill and leveling the site before construction.

The Theodore Terminal Property Before
it was Cleared

What started as a small lake was transformed into what
has grown into JBK Inc.’s largest terminal. The terminal
was actually completed in April of 1988, and before it
was built we operated out of the Praxair Plant in
Theodore. At the time of completion of the new facility
we had eight (8) day cabs and two (2) team trucks with
less than twenty drivers and twenty five employees
overall including shop and office personnel. Today, the
Theodore terminal averages around eighty-five (85) full
time employees. The growth in the Theodore terminal
stemmed from the addition of Argon teams in the mid
nineties and then in 2005 Hydrogen teams were added
pushing the driver count up to around sixty five (65). In
the very beginning Harold Lowery was the first terminal
manager followed by Mike Rulon, then Jim O’Neil and
finally the present manager, Danny Shell. Theodore’s
biggest accomplishment to date has been the 2004/2005
safety year in which the terminal created a milestone of
running 4.8 million miles without a chargeable accident.
Today there are seven employees at Theodore that have
been with JBK for fifteen years or more, Stephen Allen,

Daryl Matthews, Michael Peacock, and Thomas
Shell. There are also eight who have been with the
company from ten to fourteen years, Wayne Balentine,
Harry Brown, Edl yne Harrison, Elias Hernandez,
Alphonse Hill Sr., George Lundy, Kay Pirkle, and
Tonya Shell . The Theodore, Alabama terminal is a well
oiled and very functional operation that makes up the
hub of the JBK Inc. USA transport operation.

The Theodore Terminal Today
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Dad Would Have Been Proud

Twenty eight years ago this month, Jack B. Kelley lost
his battle with cancer. He had worked hard all of his life
to start the company that bears his name, that you and |
work for now, and having fought the good fight was
rewarded with eternal rest. If he came back to look at us
today, | think he would be proud of all we have
accomplished in his absence but building on the
foundation he left us.

Safety was his number one goal, and we have certainly
kept it in front of us. In the 12 years that the
Compressed Gas Association has awarded a Bulk Fleet
Award, JBK has won it three times. That is just as many
as any of our customers. No other carrier has ever won
it. When he first hired a ‘Safety Director’ in about 1976,
we went 3 months with zero accidents. That safety
director marched into Dad's office and announced that
fact. Dad just lowered his paper about two inches and
said “Huh, when | was hiring the drivers | went three
YEARS without an accident”. New little safety director
tucked his tail and left. But Dad was right; hiring is a
very important part of our safety program. That's why
you went through all that rigamaroll to get on with Kelley,
to insure that we hire only the best possible drivers. Our
safety record shows it. Dad would’ve been proud.

Dad was an innovator. He invented the jumbo tube
trailer so he could transport more helium to his
customers in each trip. He didn't waste any effort. He
started his own trailer building and retest shop. He was
the first to figure out that you could buy commercial
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helium and deliver it to government accounts as long as
you bought the same quantity of helium from the
government and took it to commercial accounts. By
getting helium in Arizona and taking it to government
accounts in California, he saved tons of freight costs for
his customers. He pioneered balloon logging and was
always fascinated by airships. High cube freight, he
said, could be moved cheaper by air in large airships. In
the last 15 years, Jack B. Kelley, Inc. has received 2
patents on trailers that haul product more efficiently, the
Dual Product Railslider for dry and liquid bulk and the
SunSTAR liquid helium transport, gaseous helium
delivery system. Dad would have been proud.

Dad was a survivor. When he saw the end of the space
program coming in the late sixties, he branched out into
hauling cryogenic liquids. When the Arab Oil Embargo
of 1973 threatened to cut off our fuel supplies, he used
his own oil and gas production to force oil companies to
give our trucks fuel. He had the only country wide permit
for hauling helium and defended it vigorously at the ICC.
We have since survived deregulation of the ICC, several
more fuel crises and a driver shortage. He knows how
hard that is and his approving wink comes back to me.

Dad was an opportunist. When he saw a job that
needed doing, he jumped in and did it. When he saw a
need for a farm implement dealer in Springfield, CO, in
the early 1950’s, he put one in, along with a truck stop.
When drillers needed hauling services but couldn’t pay,
he took it out in interests in the wells they were drilling.
Not all his ventures worked out, though. He lost money
in balloon logging and helicopters. He would be proud,
though, that we saw an opportunity to distribute LNG
and formed a company to do it, following the successful
business model of our own helium business.

Yes, Dad would have been proud of each of you.
Please continue to take the kind of pride in your work
that he did. Drive your truck as if your name is on the
door. Perform every task as if you owned the company.
If each of us does that, who knows what the future may
bring.

gang met their end in one of the most interesting
episodes of Wild West History. In 1892 occurred the
famous Dalton raid at Coffeyville. The Daltons with two
accomplices, comprising a band of five, came into the
town with the intention to rob the banks and commit as
many murders as necessary in the process. While
robbing the bank of Condon & Co., the ruffians were
attacked by the citizens and one of them wounded so
that he could not shoot. Undismayed by the rain of
bullets, they took all the currency, amounting to $11,000,
and went to the First National bank, where they secured
$20,000 and went out into the alley, by which they
expected to escape. Here they were fired upon by the
citizens and a battle began, which lasted 12 minutes.
When it was over four of the robbers were dead and one
seriously wounded. Out of the ten citizens who took part
4 were killed and 2 wounded. The wounded robber was
Emmet Dalton, who was at that time 16 years of age. He
never fully recovered from his wounds. After serving a
number of years in the state penitentiary he was
released in 1909.

The official historic site of the Little House on t he
Prairie as designated by the State of Kansas is
located southwest of Independence, Kansas. A small

log cabin was reconstructed by local commun ity
volunteers following the description found in Laura
Ingalls Wilder's book. All the references to
surrounding terrain can be found a short distance
from the cabin.

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DON'T DRIVE DISTRACTED

Distracted driving has become a common problem in
recent years and is a contributing factor in many
traffic collisions as well as “near misses.” A 2006
study by the National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA) and the Virginia Tech
Transportation Institute found driver distraction is a
factor in nearly 80 percent of traffic crashes and 65
percent of near crashes. The study, called The 100-
Car Naturalistic Driving Study, also found the most
common driver distraction is the use of cell phones,
followed by fatigue.

The University of Utah examined cognitive effects of
driver distractions and found that talking on a cell
phone while driving is as dangerous as driving drunk.
Therefore, it is obvious why the NHTSA recommends
drivers refrain from all talking on the phone while
driving.

Driver distractions exist in many forms

All drivers are distracted at one time or another.
“Driver distractions” are anything that causes drivers
to take their eyes off the road and/or their hands off
the steering wheel and/or their minds off driving, even
for a split second. Distractions come in a variety of
forms: physical, mental and combined.

In addition to using cell phones, other “driver
distractions” include reading a map, eating, drinking,
smoking, personal grooming, reaching for an item on
the seat, floor or in the glove compartment, adjusting
a radio, changing a tape, CD or DVD, talking with
passengers, tending to children, looking at scenery or
landmarks, “rubbernecking,” watching a movie on an
in-dash monitor, or reviewing directions on an in-dash
GPS system while driving. There is also a disturbing
and growing trend for drivers to be texting while
driving (TWD), which involves typing or texting on
any electronic or telecommunications device while
driving. Some drivers actually type on their laptop
computers while driving.

Distractions can be deadly!

Any distraction that takes the driver's attention away
from the road for a few seconds can mean the
difference between life and death. In just three
seconds, a driver traveling at 65 miles per hour who
looks down to check a text message or takes his
eyes off the road for any reason will have traveled 95
yards, approximately the length of a football field.

Motorists who use cell phones while driving are four
times as likely to get into crashes serious enough to
injure themselves, according to the Insurance
Institute for Highway Safety. Snow, sleet and/or rain
do not prevent these drivers from multitasking while
driving.

Drivers must be concerned with and aware of
manual, visual and cognitive distractions. If drivers
react a half second slower because of distractions,
the collision potential will double. Conversely, if
drivers react a half second faster, the collision
potential is cut in half.

The Virginia Tech Transportation Institute found
collision risk varies according to the type of high-tech
task a driver is attempting to perform. Performing
complex high-tech tasks (such as dialing a 10-digit
number on a hand-held phone and then navigating a
computer answering system) while driving results in a
fivefold greater crash risk than performing a simpler
task (such as adjusting the radio station) while
driving.

Any form of distracted driving can lead to possible
rear-end, intersection, backing, turning or other types
of caollisions, including collisions with pedestrians.
Distracted driving takes your attention OFF
defensive driving and refocuses it on what is
distracting you.

Professional drivers need to eliminate distractions
from their driving duties and know how to identify
others who may be distracted while driving.

Follow these tips provided by Baldwin & Lyons, Inc.,
NHTSA, NSC, and the AAA Foundation for Traffic
Safety to avoid being distracted while driving;

Get adequate sleep before any trip because
fatigue decreases attention and reaction
time.

Don't drink alcohol before driving.

Avoid taking any medication that can cause
drowsiness, either before the trip or while
driving. Read the label.

Review driving directions and maps and
check traffic and weather conditions before
beginning your trip.

Write down your route directions in large print

and keep them easily accessible and
viewable so you will not have to touch,
handle, or look for them while you are
driving.

Adjust all mirrors for best all-around visibility
before starting the vehicle.

Pre-select and pre-load your favorite CDs or
tapes before driving.

Switch cell phones to off. Pull off the road in
a safe and legal place when making or
receiving a call on a cell phone.

Clear the vehicle of unnecessary objects.
Become familiar with the location and use of
in-cab controls before you start driving.
Postpone eating and drinking until the vehicle
is safely stopped.

Do not read or write while driving.

Complete driver paperwork while the vehicle
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is stopped and parked in a safe area.

Do not try to type, text, or read messages on
a computer or satellte communication
system while driving. Pull off the road at a
safe and legal parking location to perform
these tasks.

Avoid being distracted by billboards or other
forms of non-driving related signs.

Do not engage in stressful or emotional
conversations with passengers in the vehicle.
Do not let occupants of other vehicles
distract you from your focus on driving.

Be observant of pedestrians, but do not let
them be a distraction to your driving.

Always keep your emotions under control
when in stressful driving situations.

Look for these same distractions in other
drivers and give them plenty of room.

Hey guys. | was at a meth training/workshop yesterday and there was a lot of great new information presented. |
wanted to let you all know about one thing that | was not aware of.

Meth cooks are getting the propane tanks from the exchanges at Wal-Mart, Kroger, etc. and emptying them of the
propane. Then, they are filling them with anhydrous ammonia (which they now have a recipe for by the way).
After they are finished with them, they return them to the store. They are then refilled with propane and sent back
for you and me to buy. Anhydrous ammonia is very corrosive and weakens the structure of the tank. It can be
very dangerous when mixed with propane and hooked u p to our grills, etc.

According to our presenter, you should inspect the propane tank for any blue or greenish residue aroun d
the valve areas. Ifitis present, refuse to purch  ase that one.
