Hours of Service

The most efficient way to receive HOS is via
Qualcomm

If you, the dispatcher, send out a New Form
Message then select driver logs hours and
have your drivers’ response to your original
macro; all of the check call information will
push directly into the appropriate fields in
TMW.

Enlist your drivers help ;

1. Ask them to call in as soon as
possible and on a daily basis.

2. Ask them to have all of the
information in hand. This means their
log book is out and all of their trip
information is readily accessible .

Be Prepared . Find a process of collecting
data and entering it that works for you. This
will limit “dead” time on the phone for you
and your drivers.

Things to keep in mind:

1. Shoot as many locations as possible.

2. Deadline August 1%, 2008

3. Your 12 months of fame! Your name

on the calendar if we use your photo!

The biggest problem we had with choosing photos for
this year’s calendar was that many otherwise really
good pictures were not shot or saved at a high quality

setting.

MUSTS! Shooting tips in brief:

1. Use a digital camera offering 4 mega
pixels or above.

2. Shoot your images with the highest
setting that your camera will allow —
usually termed ‘best, large or superfine”

3. Save and send your images at the
highest quality and largest size (DO NOT
REDUCE THOSE PICS OR THEY ARE
USELESS)

If the resolution is not good, a picture cannot be
printed as an 8" X 10" photograph without turning into
a “blur”. Below you will find in depth explanations
and instructions for the shooting “tips” above.

1. Settings:

With most digital cameras the default level for image
quality is fairly low, certainly not adequate for an 8" X
10" print. Many people use this setting in order to fit
more images on their memory card or they simply do
not know that it can be changed. Shoot your images
with the highest setting that your camera will allow —
usually termed ‘best, large or superfine”. Most of the
images submitted for this year’s calendar were 640 X
480 resolution. That means you could at best use it
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for a 3” X 5” print. On the other hand, if you record
the image at 2,272 X 1,704 (4 megapixels) or larger,
that will make a great 8” X 10” print.

2. Saving and Sending:

Your camera software gives you options on how you
want to save the picture. Although TIF is
recommended as best for editing, most people use
JPEG. JPEG is fine as long as the size is not
reduced before emailing because that will lower the
resolution. We can crop, etc. on this end where
needed. VERY IMPORTANT: If you save your
images to “My Pictures”, you may inadvertently email
the picture at a much lower resolution even if you did
everything right up to that point. Some versions of
“My Pictures” offer the option of reducing the image
size to “best for web”, etc. In fact, that is the box that
is automatically checked on my computer. This
option ruins the resolution for printing an 8" X 10"
Be sure to check the other option - “keep my images
original size”.

3. Formatting/Lighting

The best time of day to take a photo is in the morning
or the evening. Very bright sunlight can “wash out”
the image.

Turn off your flash if the subject is more than 10 ft.
away because the camera will adjust for that 10 ft.,
ignoring the focusing and brightness of your subject.

Look for a horizontal line to help keep your camera
level and use a tripod if possible.

Take as many pictures as possible to increase your
chances of getting that special shot.
