
vehicles and the first $250,000 of all liability and workers 
compensation losses.  
 
This being the case, your question probably is, “How are 
we doing?” Well, overall both the auto liability and 
workers compensation trends are very positive. (See 
graphs below) 
 
This present year, 2008, began in November, 2007 and 
through eight (8) months we have good and bad news. 
The good news is our AFR (accident frequency ratio) 
calculated by number of accidents per number of miles 
driven is down. These accidents are separated into 
those that are preventable and those that were not. The 
preventable accidents are down 35% from 2007. The 
non preventable accidents are down 30% from 2007. 
The bad news is our number of miles driven is down 4% 
from 2007. Overall, we need to KEEP UP THE GOOD 
WORK!  
 
What can everyone do to help the situation? 

1. Run legal HOS (hours of service) 
2. Practice the Smith System of Defensive Driving 

(See the five keys on page 2)  
3. Know yourself and recognize fatigue and react 

accordingly. GET NEEDED REST! 
4. Recognize hazards such as inclement weather 

or unsafe conditions at plant sites. If you can’t 
do it safely, don’t do it! Call your supervisor and 
have them correct the unsafe problem before 
the accident, not after. 

 
Again may we congratulate you on the good job you do 
and help us continue to say…”Jack B. Kelley, where 
Safety is First.” 

Our telephones are always answered with this statement 
because, “At JBK, Safety is our FIRST priority”, and why 
is this you might ask?  
 

A. We want our employees and contractors to 
return home safely from every trip. We do not 
wish to see anyone hurt; employees or the 
public. When an accident occurs only bad things 
can happen. We have either injured one of our 
valued employees or have done harm to the 
public. The way to reduce these injuries and 
harm is to reduce the accidents. 

 
B. Here at Jack B Kelley we feel our safety priority 

is the right thing to do and the right way to do 
business. 

 
C. The money not spent, or money saved on 

accidents and injuries and also repairing 
damaged equipment can better be used to pay 
for increased benefits, salary increases, and 
new equipment. 

 
Jack B. Kelley does not carry insurance on our 
equipment. We are self insured and pay our own losses. 
This is quite a risk. For example, if you buy a new pickup 
truck for $30,000 and did not insure that truck, what 
would your feelings be about your security? JBK spends 
$110,000 for a new tractor and $240,000 for a new 
trailer. So we have twelve (12) times the exposure you 
might have with the new pickup. 
 
Jack B. Kelley also has a $250,000 deductible for 
liability, (accidents we cause) and a $250,000 deductible 
for workers compensation losses. This translates 
basically that we pay for all the damage to our own

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We have run across some absolutely irrefutable 
statistics that show exactly why you are tired. And 
brother, it’s no wonder you’re tired either.

1) Walk to and from school in groups. 
 
2) Never accept a ride without first getting 

permission from parents 
 
3) Never take shortcuts.  Always stick to routes 

selected by parents, and stay on main roads. 
 

4) Leave home with money for telephone calls, or a 
calling card.  Remind them that 911 is a FREE 
call, even from a pay phone. 

 
5) Never advertise if they are “latch key kids,” and 

wear their house key on a string underneath 
clothing. 

6) Have “home alone” plans for emergencies, and 
for phone and door answering. 

 
7) Have landmarks on school routes, like “on my 

way home if I am past the church and there’s a 
problem, I’m closer to home and should go 
there.  If I haven’t reached the church, I’m closer 
to school and should go back.” 

 
8) Be aware of “safe havens” along walking routes 

(police stations, fire stations, retail shops), which 
represent the “right” strangers from which to 
seek help in immediate danger. 

  
9) Report ALL suspicious behavior and “new adult 

friends” to parents.  
 
10) Never leave school with anyone without 

checking with school officials. 
             
Even if children are told it is “an emergency,” 
they should know that all emergencies go 
through school officials.

Hours of service  
*It is mandatory  that each one of your drivers hours are updated daily 

*The most efficient way to receive this information is via Qualcomm  

*If you, the dispatcher, send out a New Form Message  then select driver logs hours and have your drivers’ response 
to your original macro; all of the check call information will push directly into the appropriate fields in TMW.  

*If your drivers’ tractors are not currently equipped with Qualcomms; a re-train for yourself and your drivers may be 
necessary. It may take some extra effort to begin a “new” process of requesting and receiving hours of service 
information in a timely manner. Enlist your drivers help ;  

1. Ask them to Qualcomm or call in as soon as possible and on a daily basis 
2. Ask them to have all  of the information in hand. This means their log book is out and all of their trip 
information is readily accessible . It will consume their time and yours if either one of you isn’t ready to give or 
receive information.  

*Be Prepared . Find a process of collecting data and entering it that works for you. This will limit “dead” time on the 
phone for you and your drivers.
